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SOUNDS AND PRONOUNCIATION

Fortunately in Hindi, words are pronounced exactly as they are spelt and
therefore once you master the sounds of vowels and each letter in the alphabet,
reading becomes easy. There are certain sounds however that are not found in
many South Indian languages (or in English) which makes their pronunciation
rather difficult. These letters are sounds of two or three letters combined.

Here are the sounds of vowels. The first column represents proper alphabet and

the second ‘Matra’

Another interesting feature in Hindi is the use of half letters. When the
sound of an alphabet is quick, half the letter is used to signify it. Let us
learn with example. Lets take the words smart or stop. The sound of ‘S’ in
these words are quick and jointly pronounced with the preceeding letter. In
Hindi it will be spelt with ¥ instead of ¥. Very convenient indeed!
Therefore there is not much chance of mis-pronunciation here. We will see
more examples below.
